Your final is a project/presentation of your choice, with teacher's approval. Your final needs to include written information as well as a spoken presentation to class. Presentations will be posted on our Wiki-site, page: final, 1. Semester 2012-2013.

Timeline:
· By Sunday noon (!) January 13, 2013 post a handout (in German) about your presentation on our Wiki-Site. This handout should be a Word document, which needs to be printed by all students. It should consist of: theme and a brief outline of your presentation/project. A place to write at least two questions and to take notes during your presentation. When writing the outline, please keep in mind that other students are asking you questions based on this outline and of course your presentation. Include a vocabulary list. This outline is a part of your grade.
· By Tuesday (8:00 am) January 15, 2013 you need to have read through and printed out all the presentation outlines. You need to prepare at least two questions written in German on each printout for each presentation (except yours) that you can ask the presenting student after the presentation is done. Your questions should be thoughtful of the project/presentation, to avoid too easy and repeat questions. The printout and your prepared questions are part of your grade.
· By Tuesday (8:00 am), January 15, 2013 you need to have your presentation posted on Wiki. This is a part of your grade.
· Presentations start on Tuesday, January 15, 2013. This is a D-day. You can volunteer or we will pick random numbers. 
· Prepare yourself for a question and answer session in German after your presentation. Each student will ask you some questions and so will I.
· Your presentation should take about 12, but not more than15 minutes including time for students to take notes and the question & answer session. 
· You will be graded on a rubric – see handout
